I have just learned that all across Nova Scotia, patients are being offered MAiD even before they ask! And the criteria keep expanding all the time. People with disabilities, people on the autism spectrum, the “frail elderly”, and even the deaf are being offered MAiD. In 2027, anyone with a psychiatric illness will also be eligible. These are all very vulnerable people who should be given support to live, not offered a way to die even before they request it. The offer might make them feel like their case is hopeless or that they should accept MAiD when they might really want care.  
And now all Nova Scotia doctors must participate in this process or be disciplined by the regulators. There are doctors and other health care professionals who got into medicine to treat and care for patients, not hasten their deaths.  But the government is making them request MAiD from NS Health for their patients in writing. These doctors are willing to tell their patients how to access MAiD when they ask. But in Nova Scotia, that is no longer good enough. Meanwhile, eight other Canadian jurisdictions have solved the problem.  
Some people say you are saving money by encouraging people to accept MAiD. I don’t want to believe that but I don’t understand why a vulnerable person would be offered MAiD, sometimes more than once. I don’t understand why a doctor would be forced to recommend MAiD for their patients.   
When I get sick, I want to be able to get the care I need and I deserve not to be pushed to accept MAiD. MAiD has gone too far, Mr. Premier. In the last two elections, you ran on a promise to fix health care.  Please tell me, why is the government of Nova Scotia pushing vulnerable people to choose MAiD and threatening the very doctors we need?
